Policies and Procedures

1. Bring your materials (textbook and/or novel/other texts, notebooks, pens, pencils and paper) to class everyday.  Leaving to retrieve forgotten items costs you a bathroom pass. 

2. Materials:  Most of your work will be kept in a 2-inch, three-ring binder. You will also need to bring a spiral bound notebook, pens (blue or black ONLY), pencils and loose notebook paper to class daily.

3. Bathroom privileges: You are given four (4) bathroom passes per nine-week grading period.  Once you have used them you are not allowed to leave the classroom for bathroom/locker reasons again.  Use them wisely.  Each bathroom pass left over at the end of the nine weeks will result in five points added to your lowest test grade. 

4. Be in the classroom with your materials in hand when the tardy bell rings.  Please see Northeast High School’s tardy policy for consequences.

5. Grading: Tests and major projects are averaged together for 60% of your grade each 9 weeks. Homework, classwork and quizzes are averaged together for 40% of your grade each 9 weeks. Final Exam is 20% of your Total Grade for the class. 

6. Homework: Complete all homework assignments on time.  Late homework is automatically graded at 69 or lower. ‘On time’ means in my hand when requested.  Leaving to retrieve homework or bringing it later in the day means that it is late. 

7. Make-up Work:  Make up work is your responsibility.  If you are absent, you must obtain your assignments before or after school immediately upon your return.  Guilford County Schools’ policy allows 3 days to make up assignments.  I am available after school on Tuesdays for tutorial and make-up time, Thursdays for make-up time only and Fridays by appointment only – at least one day ahead of time.  

8. Late Work:  Major assignments and projects may be turned in late with the penalty of 10 points for each school day late.  

9. Class Behavior:  
· All school rules apply. 
· Do not bring food or drinks into the classroom.  
· You are expected to adhere to the SMOD dress code at all times.  
· I expect good manners at all times.  The language you use in class should be the language of the classroom.  Demeaning, insulting or otherwise hateful language is not condoned and will be dealt with under the discipline policy.  
· Be respectful of everyone’s right to learn and feel comfortable in the classroom.  Keeping this in mind, we will all grow as learners.
